A Grand Rapids native, Dan DeVos led the way for the
return of professional hockey to West Michigan in 1996.
Since then, the Griffins organization has strived to meet a
standard of excellence in everything it does.

SCOTT GORSLINE
CHIEF OPERATING OFFICER/ALTERNATE GOVERNOR
Scott Gorsline is responsible for all of the operational aspects of DP Fox
Sports & Entertainment’s two current franchises, the Griffins and the
Grand Rapids Rampage of the Arena Football League. 
For the Griffins, Gorsline most notably helped negotiate the team’s affil-
iation agreement with the Detroit Red Wings in 2002 along with its five-
year extension in 2007. He serves as the team’s alternate governor to the
AHL Board of Governors and has been involved in numerous franchise
start-ups during his years with DP Fox, including the Griffins (1995-96), IHL
Kansas City Blades (1996), Rampage (1997-98), AFL Oklahoma Wranglers (1999-2000) and
af2 Wichita Stealth (2000-01). Gorsline also serves as a board member with the AFL. 
In 2000, Gorsline was actively involved in the planning and development of The Soccer
Spot, a state-of-the-art indoor football and soccer facility in Kentwood that serves as the
practice home of the 2001 AFL champion Rampage. Gorsline also oversees Griff’s IceHouse
at Belknap Park, the Griffins’ practice facility, on behalf of DP Fox.

Named the Griffins’ vice president of community relations and broad-
casting in March 2007, Bob Kaser begins his ninth season as the team’s
play-by-play voice. He supervises the team’s extensive community rela-
tions efforts and directs all major fundraising events for the Griffins
Youth Foundation, of which he was named president in June 2006.
Each year from 2001-2004 and more recently in 2006, Griffins hockey on
Newsradio WOOD 1300 was awarded a Broadcast Excellence Award from the Michigan
Association of Broadcasters. Kaser and color commentator Larry Figurski are also three-
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time winners (2002, 2005 and 2006) of Michigan AP’s award for Best Live Sports/Class II
Radio.
Kaser serves as director for both the Griffins Youth Foundation Golf Classic and the Griffins
Youth Hockey Camp, as well as co-chair for the Great Skate Winterfest, which he founded
in 2002. He has developed several of the team’s innovative community programs, includ-
ing Growing with the Griffins and Charitable Goals, and thanks in part to his efforts, the
Griffins’ charitable activities have raised nearly $1.8 million for local schools, organizations
and non-profits over the last six seasons. In his free time, he also assists with several other
worthy causes in West Michigan, serving as a board member for Southern Little League
baseball and Cornerstone University's Champions of Character program, and as a member
of the Advancing Excellence committee for East Grand Rapids Schools.

As vice president of ticketing and game operations, Jon Beilstein is
responsible for directing the Griffins’ group, season and mini-plan ticket
sales efforts, as well as planning and executing theme nights and the
entire game night experience.
Named to his current position during the latter part of the 2006-07 sea-
son, Beilstein originally joined the team as director of ticket sales in 2001.
Beilstein has more than 23 years of sales management and marketing
experience. The director of sales and business operations for the NAHL’s Capital Centre
Pride in Lansing prior to joining the Griffins, he has also worked as a national sales man-
ager and consultant for companies based in Illinois, Missouri and Michigan. Most notably,
he sat on the board of directors and served as vice president of financial resources and
chief administrator for American Life Investors and Reliv International.
A graduate of Judson University in Elgin, Ill., he and his wife, Debbie, have one son, Brad.
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BOB MCNAMARA
GENERAL MANAGER 
Bob McNamara embarks upon his 13th season as the Griffins’ general
manager, having constructed teams that have posted aggregate records of
514-350-106 (0.585) during the regular season and 41-41 (0.500) during the
playoffs. Over the last nine regular seasons alone, the Griffins have earned
a pair of regular season championships – including the AHL’s 2005-06
Macgregor Kilpatrick Trophy, when they posted the best record in Grand
Rapids pro hockey history at 55-20-1-4 – while accumulating the most wins
(402, tied) and division titles (five) of any Triple-A hockey team.
After presiding over the Griffins’ successful three-year affiliation with the
Ottawa Senators (1999-2002), McNamara, 47, served as a key architect of
the team’s original five-year affiliation with the Detroit Red Wings, as well
as the extension that runs through the 2011-12 season. 
Since the Griffins’ inaugural 1996-97 campaign, McNamara’s teams have helped establish the franchise’s
reputation for excellence both on and off the ice. After being named Grand Rapids’ director of hockey
operations on Jan. 26, 1996, he forged a fledgling International Hockey League club that won 40 games
and came within one playoff victory of the Eastern Conference Semifinals, all without the benefit of an
expansion draft. For his efforts that season, McNamara was recognized by his peers as the first recipient
of the IHL’s General Manager of the Year award.
In 1999-2000, the Griffins finished first in the IHL’s Eastern Conference and earned a berth in the Turner
Cup Finals, before claiming the IHL’s final regular season title in 2000-01. 
During their first AHL campaign, the Griffins won the inaugural Bud Poile Trophy as 2001-02 champions
of the West Division. They won another title as members of the Central Division in 2002-03, posting the
best record (48-22-8-2) in the Western Conference and falling one win short of the Calder Cup Finals.
Grand Rapids claimed its third AHL division crown in 2005-06, finishing atop the North Division. 

McNamara has shown an extraordinary eye for
coaching talent, as two head coaches he hired
- Bruce Cassidy in 2000 and Guy Charron in
1998 - won league Coach of the Year awards
during their second seasons in Grand Rapids
before moving on to the NHL. This past off-sea-
son he was responsible for hiring Curt Fraser,
who brings 18 years’ experience as a head
coach, assistant coach and player in the NHL to
his role as the Griffins’ new head coach. 
McNamara came to the Griffins after a four-
year stint in Cleveland, where he served as the
IHL Lumberjacks’ assistant GM and added to
the experience he had gained as both a player
and an assistant coach. McNamara even took a

turn behind the Griffins’ bench in 1997-98, guiding the team to a 8-6-6 mark and a playoff berth while
serving as head coach during the regular season’s final 20 games. 
A native of Toronto, McNamara earned a bachelor’s degree in economics from the University of Notre
Dame in 1983. While in South Bend, he demonstrated that athletic prowess and academic success are
not mutually exclusive, as he was the starting goaltender for the Fighting Irish hockey squad for four
seasons. 
Upon graduation, McNamara signed with the NHL’s Buffalo Sabres and spent three seasons with their
AHL affiliate in Rochester. He moved to the IHL in 1986, logging two seasons with the Milwaukee
Admirals, the second one as a player/assistant coach.
The McNamara name is well known in hockey circles. Bob’s father, Gerry, was the general manager of
the NHL’s Toronto Maple Leafs from 1982-87, while his brother, John, is a scout for the Columbus Blue
Jackets. In addition, his late uncle, Hal, was a defenseman for the IHL’s Grand Rapids Rockets during
1951-52 and served as an off-ice official during the Griffins’ first two seasons.
McNamara and his wife, Kathy, are the parents of sons Daniel and Jake, and daughter Alix.
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CURT FRASER
HEAD COACH
Curt Fraser was named the eighth head coach in Griffins histo-
ry on July 23, 2008. The 50-year-old brings 18 years’ experience as
a head coach, assistant coach and player in the NHL to his new
role in Grand Rapids.
After compiling a tremendous head coaching resume in the
International Hockey League during the ‘90s, Fraser was named
the first head coach of the NHL's Atlanta Thrashers on July 14,
1999. He spent three and a half seasons behind the expansion
team’s bench, tutoring such stars as Dany Heatley and Ilya
Kovalchuk during their first two pro campaigns and helping the
Thrashers’ 2000-01 squad improve by 21 points over its debut sea-
son. 
Fraser’s NHL resume also includes stints as an assistant coach with the New York Islanders
in 2003-04 and St. Louis in 2005-06. He returns to North America after spending the last
two years as the head coach of the Belarus national men’s team, which qualified for the
2010 Olympics with a ninth-place finish at the 2008 IIHF World Championship.
In six seasons as a head coach in the IHL (Milwaukee 1992-94 and Orlando 1995-99), Fraser
guided his teams to two division titles and four second-place finishes, posting a cumulative
281-158-10-42 record (0.625) and earning at least 40 wins in every campaign. He was select-
ed to coach in the IHL All-Star Game on three occasions, in 1996 and 1997 while with
Orlando (Eastern Conference) and in 1993 while with Milwaukee (Western Conference).
Fraser led the Solar Bears to the Turner Cup Finals in both 1996 – as an expansion team –
and 1999, and he orchestrated a first-round playoff triumph over Grand Rapids in 1997,
ending the Griffins’ inaugural season. His Orlando teams won eight of 12 playoff series and
posted a 17-4 record in elimination games, while his 1998-99 club became the first team in
IHL history to overcome a 0-3 deficit in a best-of-seven series, defeating Detroit in the
Eastern Conference Finals.
Becoming the Griffins’ head coach represented a homecoming of sorts for Fraser on two
fronts. Orlando provided his introduction to the DeVos family, as the Solar Bears were
owned by Rich DeVos, the father of Griffins co-owner and president Dan DeVos.
Meanwhile, Fraser’s first taste of the AHL came in 1994-95 as an associate coach with
Syracuse.
Vancouver’s second pick (22nd overall) in the 1978 NHL Draft, Fraser spent his entire 12-
year playing career (1978-90) as a left wing in the NHL, exhibiting a rare combination of
scoring touch and toughness. He accumulated 433 points (193-240—433) and 1,306 penal-

ty minutes in 704 contests with
Vancouver, Chicago and Minne -
sota, highlighted by a personal-
best 29-goal, 68-point season
with the Blackhawks in 1985-86
and a trip to the Stanley Cup
Finals with the Canucks in 1982.
Raised in Winnipeg and Van -
couver, Fraser was born in Cin -
cinnati while his father, Barry
Beatty, was playing for the IHL’s
Mohawks. Diagnosed with dia-
betes during his fifth NHL season
in 1983, he has been heavily
involved in helping to raise
aware ness and funds for dia-
betes research and education.
Curt and his wife, Rhonda, are
the parents of sons Casey, Jesse
and Luke.

JIM PAEK
ASSISTANT COACH
Jim Paek, who joined the Griffins as an assistant coach on Aug.
11, 2005, begins his fourth season behind the team’s bench. 
Paek, 41, helped guide Grand Rapids to the AHL’s regular season
championship in 2005-06 and another playoff berth in 2006-07.
Last season, he earned the right to hoist Lord Stanley’s Cup for
the third time after coaching the Detroit Red Wings’ “black aces”
during the parent club’s title run.
Ironically, that privilege came at the expense of the Pittsburgh
Penguins, with whom Paek won consecutive Stanley Cups as a
defenseman in 1991 and 1992. During five seasons in the NHL
(1990-95), he tallied 34 points (5-29—34) and 155 penalty minutes
in 217 games with Pittsburgh, the Los Angeles Kings and Ottawa Senators.
Born in Seoul, South Korea, Paek became the first Korean to both play in the NHL and have
his name engraved on the Stanley Cup. In recognition of those accomplishments, Paek’s
Penguins jersey is displayed in the Hockey Hall of Fame in Toronto.
While in Pittsburgh, he was named the team’s 1992 rookie of the year and was the co-win-
ner of its 1993 community service award. 
Traded to Los Angeles with former Griffin Marty McSorley for Tomas Sandstrom and
Shawn McEachern on Feb. 16, 1994, Paek had the distinction of counting both Mario

Lemieux and Wayne Gretzky as teammates.
During his 16-year playing career, he also learned
from some of hockey’s most accomplished coach-
es, including the legendary Scotty Bowman,
“Badger” Bob Johnson, and current Dallas Stars
head coach Dave Tippett.
Paek began his professional career with a three-
year stint in Muskegon, Mich., during which he
helped the IHL’s Lumberjacks win the 1989
Turner Cup. He added a fourth and final cup to
his resume in 1999 as a member of the IHL’s
Houston Aeros.
Upon retiring in 2003, Paek was named head
coach of the WHA2’s Orlando Seals, guiding the
club to a 27-25-5 record in 2003-04 and coaching
in the league’s all-star game. In 2004, he
returned to Cleveland and served as an assistant
coach for the St. Edwards High School team that
won the Ohio state championship, and co-coach
of the Cleveland Panthers bantam minor squad
that captured the Eastern Elite Amateur Hockey
League title.
Paek and his wife, Kortney, have two children,
Megan and Kyler.

CREDENTIALS: Members of the media must e-mail or fax requests for single-game credentials to the
Griffins public relations office no later than 24 hours prior to game time. The names of individuals cov-
ering the game must be specified. Freelancers must provide proof of assignment. Credentials will be left
at the media (service) entrance on the southeast side of Van Andel Arena. Pre-game information and
notes, between-period statistics, out-of-town scores and final statistics will be made available. Media
displaying game credentials will also have access to the Griffins media room, the press box and both
home and visiting team dressing rooms. 

Credentials will not be issued to family members, non-working media, or anyone not associated with
accredited media organizations. Requests for credentials received on game day will not be granted.
Season credentials will be granted only to print, television and radio media who cover the Griffins on
a regular basis.

Individuals possessing official National Hockey League or American Hockey League credentials will be
granted full access to the arena. Call the public relations office to reserve parking and press box seat-
ing. 

PARKING: Limited reserved parking is available to media in Area 4 (behind the arena, across Oakes
Street). To request parking, contact the public relations office by 5 p.m. ET the day before the game.

MEDIA ENTRANCE: The media will call table is located at the southeast service entrance of Van Andel
Arena (off Ionia Street). Media, scouts and broadcasters must use this entrance on game nights and
should be prepared to present photo identification if requested.

The Griffins will continue striving to enhance their community by touching thousands of
lives through their dynamic programs, which include:

I. GREAT SKATE WINTERFEST
The Great Skate debuted in 2002 as a 24-hour ice skating marathon
held at the outdoor Rosa Parks Circle Ice Rink in downtown Grand
Rapids, with every Griffins player and coach skating for at least one
hour around the clock with fans. New for 2009, the seventh-annual
event will expand into a two-day Winterfest, kicking off on Saturday,
Jan. 10 at 10 a.m. with skating, winter sports demonstrations, games
and activities as part of a celebration of winter in our city. The festi-
val will conclude with The Great Skate, which will run from 10 p.m.

on Jan. 10 until 10 p.m. on Sunday, Jan. 11. Proceeds from this season’s event will once
again benefit the Griffins Youth Foundation. 

II. GROWING WITH THE GRIFFINS
In conjunction with partners such as Helen DeVos Children's Hospital and Cole's Quality
Foods, Growing With The Griffins supports Grand Rapids-area youth hockey programs
and the Griffins Youth Foundation. As part of this initiative, Griffins players make several
visits to youth hockey practices to hand out t-shirts and help teach fundamentals of hock-
ey. Most importantly, they emphasize the five core values of Cornerstone University’s
“Champions of Character” program: Respect, Responsibility, Integrity, Servant Leadership
and Sportsmanship. The players touch the lives of youngsters in all
eight area youth hockey associations (East Grand Rapids Amateur
Hockey, Grand Rapids Amateur Hockey, Grand Valley Amateur
Hockey, Hockey Association of West Kent, Holland Amateur
Hockey, Kentwood Amateur Hockey, Rockford Amateur Hockey, and
Southside Amateur Hockey) as well as those who participate in var-
ious Youth Foundation programs. Sponsors provide opportunities for
these youth hockey teams to play at Van Andel Arena on Saturday
afternoons and attend Griffins games on those nights.

III. PUT A LID ON IT
The Griffins, in recognition of the importance of wearing helmets during bicycling and other
outdoor activities, eagerly take that message to the streets, specifically to the kids of West
Michigan. Helen DeVos Children's Hospital is the presenting sponsor of “Put A Lid On It,”
whose ultimate goal is to help prevent brain and neurological injuries among our youth. In

recognition of its success, the program earned the 2007
Prevention Award from the Michigan Brain Injury Association.
Posters featuring Griffins players, professional cyclists and chil-
dren wearing their helmets have been distributed to West Michigan
schools, libraries, bike and skate shops and other public and retail
establishments. Other aspects of the program include a ticket
reward program for kids who wear their helmets, an annual dona-
tion of helmets to the local Safe Kids affiliates, and special days
when Griffins players serve as celebrity crossing guards at area
schools.

GRIFFINS COMMUNITY PROGRAMS
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IV. CHARITABLE GOALS
Local companies team with Griffins players to help
raise money for various charities. Every time the play-
er scores a goal or records a point, the company
donates $50 or $100 towards a mutually agreed upon
charity. This year's corporate partners include: Centennial Securities and Darren Haydar
($50 per goal to the Pursuing a Dream Foundation); Chemical Bank and Darren Helm
($100 per goal to Restorers Inc. and Fair Housing Center); Blue Cross Blue Shield and
Landon Wilson ($50 per goal to Baxter Community Center); Dean Foods and Jamie Tardif
($50 per goal to Big Brothers Big Sisters); The Omelette Shoppe and Justin Abdelkader
($50 per goal to M.A.D.D.); and Comcast and Ryan Oulahen ($50 per goal to the Literacy
Center of West Michigan).

V. YOUTH FOUNDATION GOLF TOURNAMENT
The 14th annual Griffins Youth Foundation Golf Classic, held on August
27, 2008 at Railside Golf Club in Byron Center, raised nearly $90,000 for
the Youth Foundation and the underprivileged and underserved kids it
supports. In addition to Griffins players and coaches, several other
celebrities from the hockey world have attended this premier event in
recent years, including Darren McCarty, Mike Knuble, Detroit Red Wings
GM Ken Holland, assistant GM Jim Nill and broadcaster Ken Kal, and

Jack O’Callahan and Ken Morrow, members of the 1980 “Miracle on Ice” U.S. Olympic
Team.

VI. GRIFFINS VS. SLED WINGS GAME
In one of the most unique events anywhere involving a profes-
sional sports team, the Griffins each season play a spirited
game of sled hockey against the Grand Rapids Sled Wings, a
talented team of physically challenged teenagers sponsored by
the Griffins Youth Foundation in partnership with Mary Free
Bed Rehabilitation Hospital. This season’s fourth-annual game
is set for Dec. 9 at Griff’s IceHouse, and proceeds will again
benefit both the Griffins Youth Foundation and the Sled Wings.

VII. GRIFF’S READING GOALS
Twice each season, the Griffins reward young readers through the
Griff’s Reading Goals program. In cooperation with the Kent
Intermediate School District and the Ottawa Area Intermediate
School District, special bookmarks are distributed to Pre-K through
eighth grade students, offering rewards for every hour that they
read. Pepsi and Craig’s Cruisers offer prizes for the first and second
hours of reading, while kids who total three hours of reading receive
two free tickets to a select Griffins game.

VIII. PUPS AND PUCKS FALL WALK-A-THON
The Griffins will host their inaugural “Pups and Pucks” Fall Walk-a-
Thon on Monday, Oct. 13 at Mackenzie’s Animal Sanctuary in Lake
Odessa. Griffins players, coaches and front office staff will walk res-
cued dogs for pledges collected by members of the Griffins Booster
Club. Presented by Beene Garter LLP, the event invites all animal
lovers to attend – with or without a dog to walk – and enjoy a host of
activities including live music, a BBQ dinner, hay rides and a K-9 cos-
tume contest.



IX. PUCK PALS
Introduced during the 2001-02 season, the Puck Pals program fea-
tures Griffins players teaming up with local organizations to serve as
spokesmen and role models. Players voice PSAs and attend functions
and events, helping raise money for charities like the American
Cancer Society, the Make-a-Wish Foundation, and the Pursuing a
Dream Foundation.

X. PUCKS FOR PLATES
Through the sale of a specially designed puck at home games, the
Griffins and Comcast raise money to help serve Thanksgiving and
Christmas meals to the less fortunate. Players, along with their wives and
girlfriends, serve hot meals during the Thanksgiving and winter holiday
season at the Guiding Light Mission.

XI. STICK WITH SCHOOL
Players and staff make several visits to local schools each sea-
son as part of the “Stick with School” program, presented by
Dean Foods. They relate their life stories and how they came to
be professional athletes, while preaching the importance of work-
ing hard in school. The players sign a stick and ask that it be dis-
played in a prominent area so that students are reminded to
“Stick with School.”

XII. TIP-A-GRIFFIN 
On one special night each season, Griffins players and coaches serve food
and wait tables at a local restaurant, with tips and auction proceeds bene-
fiting the Griffins Youth Foundation. The popular promotion has raised over
$50,000 for various charities during its first five years. 

XIII. YOUTH HOCKEY CAMP
The Griffins Youth Hockey Camp, held each August at Griff’s IceHouse
at Belknap Park, features current and former Griffins players teaming
up to share their experiences, both on and off the ice, with children 6-
16 years of age. Local products Mike Knuble of the Philadelphia Flyers
and Justin Abdelkader of the Griffins served as on-ice instructors for
the 2008 camp, along with Griffins assistant coach and two-time
Stanley Cup winner Jim Paek.

XIV. BETTER HALVES
Introduced in Dec. 2003, players’ wives and girlfriends team up to
assist the Griffins in their community endeavors. Among other charita-
ble activities, the Better Halves raffle a specially decorated Christmas
tree each year, with proceeds assisting The Grand Rapids Press’
Santa Claus Girls program. Approximately $2,000 is raised to assist
needy families during the holiday season. 

XV. HOCKEY FOR THE HEART
Introduced in Jan. 2006, the Hockey for the Heart program fea-
tures several initiatives to help raise money for the American
Heart Association. Through the program, which supports the
association’s mission of reducing disability and death from car-
diovascular diseases and stroke, Huntington Bank and Fox
Motors will jointly donate $100 to the association for every goal

VAN ANDEL ARENA
Located in the heart of Michigan’s second-largest city, the state-of-the-art Van Andel
Arena placed fourth in Billboard Magazine’s 2006 rankings of the top-grossing midsize are-
nas worldwide. 

Completed in 1996, the $75 million facility
seats 10,834 spectators for ice hockey and has
a maximum event capacity of more than
12,000, including 44 private suites. Van Andel
Arena annually ranks among the top world-
wide arenas in attendance, thanks to regular
stops by performers such as Bruce
Springsteen, Kenny Chesney, Aerosmith,
Faith Hill, Tim McGraw, The Who, Eric
Clapton, Kid Rock, Shania Twain and Elton
John.

The rink surface is the standard North
American hockey size (200’ x 85’), although

the dasher boards can be moved to expand the surface to international dimensions (200’
x 100’). Thus, the Griffins’ home is one of only a handful of arenas on the continent that
can switch between the two ice sizes. 

The arena’s amenities include a 161-square-foot (11’ x 15’) color video board on the inte-
rior south wall, a 5,000-square-foot food court on the main concourse, and several spa-
cious and modular locker rooms. 

The Griffins’ official team store, “The Zone," is located on the building’s west side and car-
ries an extensive selection of official team souvenirs and merchandise, including a number
of items not available anywhere else. The store also serves as the primary ticket outlet for
the Griffins.

Van Andel Arena is connected via skywalk to the Amway Grand Plaza Hotel, the JW
Marriott, the Marriott Courtyard Hotel and other downtown Grand Rapids buildings. It
also houses the Griffins’ administrative and staff offices on its east side.  In addition to the
Griffins, the arena is home to the Arena Football League’s Grand Rapids Rampage, who
won the ArenaBowl XV championship on Aug. 19, 2001 before an overflow crowd of
11,217. In fact, Van Andel Arena has demonstrated its versatility and excellence by hosting
a variety of other sporting events, including:
