A disabled to be able to visit one of the most

glorious jewels in mankind's cultural
treasury, and in fulfiment of the commitment made
lo the European Union and the International
Qlympic Committee, the Hellenic Ministry of Cullure
has assured access 1o the Acropolis via a lift on the
north slope of the Sacred Rock (above the
Kanellopoulos Museum), The lift, which was
installed with the approval of the Central
Archaaological Council and following a Ministerial
Decision, is vehicle and wheelchair accessible via a
special entrance just north of the main entrance to
the archaeclogical site and the northwest section of
the ancient promenade. A moving platfiorm takes
you from the level of the promenade to the lift cabin,
which is operated by employees of the 1st Ephorate
of Antiguities. On top of the Acropolis a platform
and gently inclined ramp lead from the |ift to the flat
area west - northwest of the Erechtheion. For the
tour of the monuments, specially surfaced paths
have been laid out from the area west - northwest of
the Erechtheion to the Northwest comer of the
Parthenon, from where there is a clear view of the
eastern fagade of the Propylaia (438-432 BC). The
path then continues eastward for a view of the
Parnthenon (447-432 BC) and the Caryalid Porch
and southern fagade of the Erechiheion (end 421-
406 BC). At the northeast corner of the Parthenon
the path curves to the a southeast, towards the
Museum, for a view of the eastern side of the
Parthenon and the ruins of the Temple of Augusius
and Rome (19-17 BC). A small vertical Iift takes you
into the courtyard of the Museum (see sketch).
